Feminism and Hollywood: Why the backlash?

When we were asked to write a paper about the impact of feminism on
Hollywood film, we were at first daunted by the enterprise. First, we had to
address the issue of defining a feminist perspective on film, which is not a
simple task. The feminist movement is diffuse; its ideas are often contra-
dictory. Particularly today, in the wake of the deconstruction of the many
biases and omissions of the feminist movement, any attempt to pin down
what “feminism” is will necessarily be hopelessly inadequate.

However, there are a number of key issues that most would agree are
important for feminism and representations in film, such as the presence of
women in central roles in a variety of genres; the narrowness of the acceptable
age-range, size, sexuality, race, and appearance of women on screen; whether
women assume roles of equal power and status to those held by men; and the
possibility that there has been a gradual transformation in the agenda and
topics central to traditional genres, from hetero-normative families to those
who are not necessarily so. Our discussion seeks to focus on these and high-
light how they have been treated, and representations transformed, in the most
popular mainstream films. There has of course over the last several decades
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
